From the 1142 establishments covered in the survey with 198béshments
reporting about 44HAuman resourceequirementall of those regirementcame

in with some form of trainingequiredin related field.With the ldbour market
getting more and more competitive, the prospecting employers seem to be more
considerate of the skills that thspiringjob seekers would possess.

Demand for people with training in auto mechanic and home appliance repair
constituted 22.4 percent and construction and other engineering skills
constiuted19.2 percent. Training in the field of health/education services, legal
services, media and entertainment, and caslogy made up to only about 4.3
percent from theotal human resource regement
